The Utilities Commission, in addition to co-sponsoring the Green Fair, also offers other conservation opportunities to customers, such as:

· Free residential energy audits. Available now, UC customers can sign up to receive a free home energy audit to help them locate areas of their homes where they can trim their energy costs.

· Low-flow showerhead trade-in program. Coming in October, customers will be able to trade-in their old 2.5 gpm showerhead for a kit which includes a 1.25 gpm showerhead, bathroom and kitchen sinks aerators, and other water conservation tools.

· Discounted rain barrels. Available now in limited quantities, UC customers can purchase a rain barrel for $40, a savings of $30.

· E-bill notification and online bill pay. Customers can now access their account information online, choose to opt out of paper bills, and make payments online (convenience fee applies to online payments).

Eligible customers can also receive rebates for added insulation, duct leak repair, a/c maintenance, and solar water heater installation.
