To prospective bidders:

The Utilities Commission is issuing the following addendum.  As such it becomes an integral part of the bid and must be acknowledged by the return of this signed form. 
The following questions were asked and are answered below:

1) What firms are currently under contract to provide the services listed in the above referenced contract?
Black & Veatch -Electrical and Civil

Quentin L. Hampton Associates -Civil

Dyer, Riddle, Mills & Precourt, Inc.-Civil

Schweizer Waldroff Architects, Inc. –Architectural

R.W. Beck –Electrical and Civil

Universal Engineering -Geotechnical

2) The RSQ states on page 3 that the total number of pages is 30. Does that include tabs?
Yes

3)  The RSQ outline does not accommodate a cover letter that is customary with an RSQ submittal. Can one be included and if so does it count toward the total number of pages?
A cover letter may be included. It will count towards the total number of pages. 

4) The RSQ document states that the proposal documents must be “indexed by subject”. Can multiple subjects be grouped together within the same section, if labeled clearly? 

The Engineering Department has no preferences regarding organization. 

5) We are requesting more detailed information regarding the “paving & drainage“ requirements for the Geotechnical Engineering portion of this RSQ (paving recommendations, pavement design, etc.) I am assembling example projects but need further clarification to select the proper job for this one. 
Geotechnical services are expected to include no specific projects but general soils and materials testing, as concrete testing of slump, entrained air, cylinder collection & compressive strength testing, beam testing (flexural), proctors, field density, stormwater design investigation as permeability, groundwater levels, foundation investigation and design, possible consultation related to water supply well drilling, completion & testing. 
6) Are sub consultants acceptable as part of the team to provide the listed services? 
Teams may submit, no specific projects are currently contemplated, only lead firm will be negotiated with, or contracted. 
7) Can a firm submit as a ‘prime’ in one category and be listed as a “sub consultant” in another category?
Yes, but consider the response given above.
8) The RSQ document states that there is a 30 page maximum page count for the proposal document. Will covers, tabs, a cover letter and/or the Table of Contents page count toward the overall page count?
Covers do not count toward the 30 page maximum page count. However, tabs, cover letters and table of contents pages do count towards the overall page count. 

9) Number 5 on page 2 of the solicitation for the City of New Smyrna Beach-Utilities Commission ask for general architectural facilities design with many disciplines listed below it. Are you in fact looking for a registered architectural firm for #5 with the engineering services brought on as sub consultants?

The ability to provide these special services “in house” or not will be considered in evaluation but is not a disqualifying condition. The architectural firm is the only firm to be contracted with in this category, others can be approved as subcontracts (subject to UC review and approval).
10) What is the limitation of total A&E fees that may be paid out under this contract?

The limits of fees within this category are defined by Florida Statute Chapter 287.055, the Consultants Competitive Negotiation Act (CCNA). No specific project or projects are currently planned. No minimum fee amount is guaranteed or assured. 
11) May we present our qualifications as Prime Structural Engineer or as Prime Mechanical (HVAC/Plumbing) Engineer or are you looking for an Architectural firm that encompasses those disciplines?

Only the Architect will be contracted-Architect is then free to select his subs and partners (subject to UC review and approval). 

12) Could you please clarify what counts towards the 30 page limit? For instance does the cover letter, section dividers, resumes and the “Truth in Negotiation Certificate and Statement Concerning Competitive Act” form count towards the page limit. 

The cover letter, section dividers, resumes and the “Truth in Negotiation Certificate and Statement Concerning Competitive Act” form DO count towards the page limit. 

13) Are we allowed to use the City’s logo within our proposal, for example, on the cover and in the header of the document?

We do not allow companies responding to solicitations to use our logo. 

14) Can the thirty pages be double sided?

Yes

15) If an addendum is issued would the required response be in addition to the thirty pages?
No 

16) Is there a current and/or prior contract for these services (Geotechnical)? Is so who holds that contract? 

Please see question number 1.

17) Who will be on the selection committee?

Selection committee is not yet formed, individuals will be UC Staff. 

18) Do you know what the estimated value of this contract is per year? I am trying to understand the volume of the work envisioned. If that information is not available, perhaps you can tell me how much the UC paid out to the incumbent firm for these services (Geotechnical) during this budget year/last/life of the contract.?
Please see question number 10. The Utilities Commission paid Universal $2,315 last fiscal year. 
19) Can you tell me if there are any specific projects that have been identified at present for this contract?

      Please see question number 10.

20) In regards to the “Financial Stability” section (item 5) located on page 3 of the RSQ:
Is it acceptable for the principal/president of our company to provide (on our corporate letterhead) an executed statement that we are financially stable and have the necessary resources, human and financial, to provide the services at the level required?
This section states that all respondents shall be prepared to supply a financial statement UPON REQUEST. If The Utilities Commission requests; a certified audit is preferable but a third party prepared financial statement and the latest D&B report will be acceptable.
